*& Directive to Adult Leaders and Institutional Heads / Group Leaders

To maintain the integrity and discipline of the Movement, the following directives must be strictly observed:

e (O Uniform Issuance: No Scout, Guide, Rover, or Ranger uniform shall be issued to any individual
who has not completed training, made the Promise, and been formally enrolled.

e 7 Record Maintenance: Keep detailed records of all enrolled members, their training progress, and
enrolment status.

e 7= Proper Use of Uniform: The uniform must be worn only during authorised Scouting/Guiding
activities. It represents dignity, discipline, and service, and must never be misused.

e ¢ Counselling and Conduct: Leaders must counsel members regularly on the correct use of the
uniform and the standards of conduct expected in and out of uniform.
